If the referees nomination form is not fully completed team nominations will be rejected. 

Nominated referees must be refereeing at the local affiliate for which they have been nominated. If a referee is nominated by an affiliate and the referee doesn’t participate at the nominated affiliate, the nomination will be rejected.
New South Wales Touch Association are going to enforce the referee qualification and that while the rule states the referees must be participating on your park, if an affiliate can not fulfill this, then as a minimum, 75% of the quota must be from the affiliate and they then must provide a plan showing how they will address their deficiency, to which they will be given two years to satisfy
Nominated referees will need to sign the nomination form to verify that the referee is aware that they have been nominated by the affiliate. During the verification process, if a referee is unaware that they have been nominated by the affiliate. The affiliate will forfeit payment for a nominated team and a team from the affiliate will be automatically withdrawn from the competition. 

Affiliate’s utilising interstate referees to fulfil the quota requirements will need to be aware of the added cost of $200.00.(See Clause 2.3.3) of this document.

	Player Numbers

	3.3.1
	Teams may register an unlimited amount of players and use a maximum of fourteen (14) players in a game.  Upon protest any team found guilty of either using more than fourteen (14) players or using an unregistered player may be liable to be disqualified. Please Note: Premier League teams as a minimum MUST Nominate & register a minimum of ten (10) Players.


	3.4
	Movement of Players Between Divisions

	3.4.1
	The nominated ten (10) Players from Premier League will not be eligible to move to lower divisions. In Premier League teams these ten (10) players will not be eligible to play down in lower divisions if their team has a BYE during the Vawdon Cup.


	3.4.2
	Please note that participants can only compete in one division in any particular competition round.



	3.4.3
	Players who move down a division MUST play Four (4) of the last five (5) games to qualify for the semi final series. Additionally clubs may submit an application of appeal to the NSWTA Board for extenuating circumstances should they arise. 



	3.5
	Weekly Sign On Sheets

	3.5.1
	The official NSWTA team sheet can be filled in at the Tournament Control area.

The official NSWTA team sheet is to be Completed 15 minutes prior to the commencement of each game, indicating the registered players (maximum 14) participating that night. Any player moving between divisions must be noted in the “player movement section” of the official NSWTA team sheet. If a team sheet(s) is not submitted, a request will be placed over the P.A system.

The team sheets are to be signed by the coach or manager in front of the tournament co-ordinator prior to the commencement of the game.

	The team sheet is not to be taken away from the tournament control.

If a team is running late for some reason, they must contact tournament control at the relevant venue.



	3.5.3
	Premier League teams must submit their team for the first round of the Vawdon Cup by 12.30pm Thursday 26th of August, this will allow NSWTA to place the Premier League teams on to the Vawdon Cup web site. 

All Premier League teams must then submit team changes made to their teams from the previous round of competition, by 12.30pm the Thursday prior to each round game.

	Clubs are unable to have marquee players for all events throughout 2010.



	3.7.4
	Clubs are allowed to keep players that moved to and were registered with their club at the close of 2009 or prior without penalty in line with the points system (with the exception of marquee players)


	3.7.5
	Clubs are unable to import any representative level players at all in that Division;

· Men’s (Premier League, Division 1, Division 2, Division 3, Open A, Open B etc.)

· Women’s (Premier League, Division 1, Division 2, Division 3, Open A, Open B etc.)

· Mixed (Premier League, Division 1, Division 2, Division 3, Open A, Open B etc.)


	3.7.6
	Clubs are unable to move imported players across into divisions ranked in the top four E.g. A club’s men’s team is ranked outside the top four clubs in men’s, however their mixed team is ranked in the top four an imported men’s player cannot participate in the mixed division, however other home grown club players can.


	3.7.7
	The current points system is still in play for all other clubs in the respective open grades including marquee players.



	3.8
	Player Eligibility 

	3.8.1
	Must be a registered, actively participating financial member with a NSWTA Affiliate they wish to represent in the current Competition or in the previous competition. 

The onus to prove that a player is registered and participating in their competition is on the affiliate. Upon a protest or report an affiliate found to be using a player that they can not verify complies with this condition, to the satisfaction of the NSWTA, is liable to have the team and or the player disqualified from the tournament.  

PLEASE NOTE
Current competition for each event is defined in the Conditions Of Entry for that event.


	3.8.2
	Must be a registered, participating and financial member within their chosen NSWTA Affiliate/s having participated in a minimum, of five (5) domestic competition games in one (1) division in the current Affiliate competition or previous affiliate Competition
.

	3.8.3
	The staging of qualification knockouts, tournaments or competitions over a three day weekend or successive weekends does not qualify the player to meet the 5 game criteria set out in 3.8.1 and 3.8.2. The minimum standard for the NSWTA is that of a weekly competition running no less than eight (8) weeks based on one (1) round per week.



	3.8.4
	Affiliates are to identify all new/imported players that are registered with the affiliate for the event they have entered. That is they must list any player that has not played with the team at the last NSWTA event which that affiliate entered. Identifying their current affiliate status and their home affiliate (where they first played representative Touch) status.
The form is to be signed by the Affiliate President confirming that the player/s have completed all the requirements of being both financial and meets the conditions of 3.8.1 and 3.8.2.
The form MUST be submitted by Friday 16th of April, 2010.
 


	3.8.5
	Import Player Points System for Open Divisions. Outside the Top Four (4)
Each Affiliate, can ‘spend’ in each competition up to, but not exceeding, 100 points on ‘import’ players. An import player carries their points for a period of three (3) years. N.B: For the Vawdon Cup the divisions are Men’s, Women’s, Mixed. 

Each division if only one team has entered is only allowed up to 100 points.

Affiliates that enter more then one team in a division the points will be increased.

One (1) team = 100 points, Two (2) = 120 points Three (3) = 140 points maximum total points 140. The total of imported player points in any one (1) team during any one (1) game must not exceed 100 points.


	3.8.6


	An ‘import’ player is one who is listed as coming from another affiliate, state or country and having previously played representative touch


	3.8.7
	The ‘import’ player must still abide by the eligibility clause of being registered and participating at the affiliate that they wish to represent


	3.8.8
	All players are listed by NSWTA with their current affiliate status and their ‘home affiliate status’. NB players who reside outside NSW and participate for a non NSWTA region can not qualify for home grown status.



	3.8.9
	‘Home affiliate status’ is determined by where they first played representative touch. If they played senior and junior representative touch, they may have two home affiliates. In this instance to qualify for home affiliate status the following applies. For senior competition a minimum of three years and/or for junior competition a minimum of two years. This is only applicable where a player played junior representative touch for a different affiliate to their senior. If a player did not play junior representative touch, then his/her first senior club will be their home affiliate. i.e. two (2) affiliates may under this clause receive reward for development of a player.



	3.8.10
	A ‘long term’ affiliate representative is a player who has played for six (6) competitions or longer without representing another affiliate. (A maximum of two (2) competitions per year will be permitted under this clause)



	3.8.11
	A player can return to their ‘home affiliate’ or ‘long term’ affiliate at anytime without penalty against the import player points system. That is at zero points.



	3.8.12
	After three (3) years continuous representation at an affiliate as per 3.8.10 a players points return to zero.



	3.8.13
	A player’s points do not escalate as their representative honors do whilst at the same affiliate. That is they would you remain at the same value that the came to the affiliate as.



	3.8.14
	Teams not seeded by NSWTA in the top four can seek permission from NSWTA for a ‘marquee player”. In the Vawdon Cup a Marquee Player can only participate in the affiliate’s top team in that category (Men’s, Women’s, Mixed). Should that team be ranked in the top 4 by NSWTA then that affiliate can not qualify. A Marquee Player can only participate in the division they have received exemption for.



	3.8.15
	A marquee player must be registered and participating in a NSWTA affiliate but not at the affiliate they are to represent. 



	3.8.16
	Marquee player status does not count toward the six (6) competition representation status at the one affiliate.



	3.8.17
	Players whose affiliate does not send a team can enter a NSWTA draft. Drawing positions for the draft will be determined by the NSWTA on seeding and previous finishing position. For country based players preference will be given so that players have the opportunity to be picked by teams from within their own Region. Affiliates who can not ‘afford’ a player will have to pass on that player.



	3.8.18
	Country based players whom move from one country town to another may be given a residential exemption. A home grown Country player may return to his home affiliate at zero points.

	Affiliates are to identify all new/imported players that are registered with the affiliate for this tournament. 
· identifying their current affiliate status and their home affiliate status and points value.

The form is to be signed by the Affiliate President confirming that the player/s have completed all the requirements (Financial, played 5 games).

	3.8.22
	If a player wishes to participate in a NSWTA event and the Affiliate in which they are registered has not nominated a team in the category they prefer to play in they must make written application to the NSWTA to be granted permission to participate. The process for this will be a Draft.

	3.8.23
	Where any Affiliated Member registers for the Player Draft the following will apply:-
Players wishing to register for the Draft MUST have their nomination received by Friday 16th of July, 2010.
All affiliates/teams in the nominated division will be contacted via email to express interest in the player. 


	3.8.24
	Once received a determination will be made on which affiliate the player can participate for. Should a player refuse to participate for affiliate they have been selected for, they will not be able to participate in the event.
Note: They will not be placed in a team deemed to be a top Four (4) team. Unless no other team requests a player. Where possible country based players will receive preference that players have the opportunity to be picked by teams from within their own Region.



	3.8.25
	Where an Affiliate has chosen to not send teams in certain divisions, then they must assist players looking to participate to lodge an application to enter the draft. This provides access for participation for members who are willing to reach another team to participate for. In this case the only way that an Affiliate can stop a participant accessing the draft is for financial liabilities, being under suspension or an issue of not being a current affiliated member of a local Affiliate. Players in this case can come to NSWTA directly for clarification.     



	3.8.26
	No interstate players are eligible to participate in NSWTA tournaments. Consideration may be given to players from developing states to enter the players draft on written application to the NSWTA. This must be received by the Friday 16th of July, 2010.
 

	3.8.27
	Should a player registered in an NSWTA Affiliate not have met the criteria of playing five (5) games in their Affiliate, due to extenuating circumstances, wish to participate in the 2010 Vawdon Cup they must make written application to the NSWTA to be granted permission to participate. 



	3.8.28
	An affiliate may seek dispensation from the NSWTA for an individual from the 5 game qualifications for a player who has represented their affiliate uninterrupted for a period of seven (7) years or greater. The individual must meet all other criteria’s and regulations. Any such request must be in writing to the General Manager.



	3.8.29
	Please Note: The player clearance forms are no longer required under this system as the onus is on the affiliate to provide a Statutory declaration that the players meet all the requirements as well as notifying NSWTA of any players under suspension or are unfinancial. Affiliates for their own protection should contact the player’s previous affiliate to ensure the player is eligible. 




	3.8.30
	Any new affiliate whom is granted application to join the NSWTA must abide by the

new affiliate representative transfer rule. That is any player/coach or referee that is 
deemed by the NSWTA to be an incumbent representative of an existing NSWTA 
affiliate will not be able to transfer to represent the new affiliate until the completion of 
the full season one or full season two and having met the participation eligibility clause 
relevant to the NSWTA event. The Board will determine, on each application, as to if 
season one or season two applies. 


	3.8.31
	Season one (1) concludes on June 30 of each year and Season two (2) concludes on December 31 each year.


	3.8.32
	 Any Affiliate conducting a competition not registered with NSWTA contravenes this
 section.

	Prohibited Person Declaration (PPD)

	5.1.1
	In order for NSWTA to fulfil Legal obligations, it is a requirement of all personal who will be working with children at an event under the control of NSWTA to: -

· Complete a Prohibited Person Declaration (PPD) and/or
· Consent to the Working with Children Check

All Coaches, Managers and Officials, with players under the age of 18 years must complete a Prohibited Employment Declaration.
All Referees nominated must complete the PPD form.

Any Coach, Manager, Official or Referee who has completed and submitted a PPD at a NSWTA event during a calendar year, will not need to complete a new PPD form.
Any Coach, Managers, Officials or Referees who has not completed and submitted a PPD at a NSWTA event during a calendar year, will need to complete a new PPD form.
All PPD forms must be received by NSWTA with the Team Nomination Sheet by the Managers Meeting, to allow NSWTA the time required for these forms to be processed.

Any person not screened and passed prior to the tournament is not permitted to perform work as a volunteer for any organisation at a NSWTA Event where they will be in contact with Children.

	5.2.1
	In some instances persons under the age of 18 will be in attendance at NSWTA events. In understanding our expectations around your role and responsibilities we provide Affiliates some additional information related to legal guardianship.  

This communication contains general advice only and does not take into account individual objectives, circumstances and or a legal view. The information contained in this communication is only to offer some additional information on this particular area and individual research and advice should be sort for your personal circumstance.

Guardians - A guardianship is a legal right given to a person to be responsible for the food, health care, housing, and other necessities of a person deemed fully or partially incapable of providing these necessities for himself or herself.
What Are a Guardian's Duties?

The guardian makes decisions about how the person lives, including their residence, health care, food, and social activity. The guardian is intended to monitor the person, to make sure that the person lives in the most appropriate, least restrictive environment possible, with appropriate food, clothing, social opportunities, and medical care.

Communication with the Parents - Ensure you are informed of any medical concerns, including food allergies. In addition, you'll need to agree on things like sleeping arrangements, the administration of over-the-counter medications, and procedures for contacting the parents in an emergency.

	5.3.1
	Affiliates are responsible for the direct supervision of any player or official who is under the age of 18 years. All steps should be under taken by a Affiliate to protect these person’s from all forms of harassment. This includes ensuring that:

· These minors must be made fully aware of the NSWTA Code of Conduct.
· All Officials comply with the Relevant Child Protection laws.
· That when travelling to, during and from the Tournament all care is taken to supervise minors.

	Maximum Number of Teams Entered

	6.1.1
	An Affiliate can only have one (1) team in Premier League. Whilst all divisions will have a promotion and relegation system an affiliate, will only be allowed one team in the Premier league. Affiliates outside the Premier League would still be allowed to nominate a team into the Premier League if it could be demonstrated that they were capable of being competitive in the League.



	6.1.2
	Also if an affiliate has two teams in a division, it will be necessary that the additional team wear a different uniform when playing against their primary team. It is the responsibility of the affiliates to ensure a different playing strip is available and worn


	6.1.3
	If two (2) teams are entered the stronger of the teams will be known as Team No. 1 and the other will be known as Team No. 2. This will be determined by the New South Wales Touch Association.



	6.1.4
	Only one (1) Team per division will be eligible to earn points in the Club Championship whichever of the two entries finishes higher will be considered for Championship Points.




	6.2
	Teams Numbers

	6.2.1
	Teams may register an unlimited amount of players and use a maximum of fourteen (14) players in a game.  Upon protest any team found guilty of either using more than fourteen (14) players or using an unregistered player may be liable to be disqualified. Please Note: Premier League teams as a minimum MUST Nominate & register a minimum of ten (10) Players. In Premier League teams these ten (10) players will not be eligible to play down in lower divisions if their team has a BYE during the Vawdon Cup.

N.B A player may only register in one (1) team.

	All divisions will be playing (6) six-a-side



	6.3
	Managers Meeting

	6.3.1
	A team delegates meeting will be conducted for each event. Only registration forms are to be submitted at this meeting all other form should be submitted by due dates. This meeting is to outline the structure of the event and all matters pertaining to the same. It will also provide any last minute information regarding the tournament structure.

	No responsibility will be taken for any actions undertaken by Team Managers who do not attend the COMPULSORY TEAM MANAGERS MEETINGS.  All questions should be asked at this meeting. A delegate to the meeting can only represent one (1) team.




	6.4
	Discipline

	6.4.1
	It is the responsibility of each Affiliate to ensure that all their players, officials and teams behave themselves during the competition.  A copy of the NSWTA Code of Behaviour will be handed out at the managers meeting.



	6.4.2
	On any written complaint being made to the Tournament Manager, General Manager or NSWTA Board of Conduct prejudicial to the interests or welfare of the Association, its Administration or the game of Touch on the part of any Member of the Association, the Board shall have the power to deal with such complaint and in the exercise of the power hereby conferred may disqualify, suspend, fine or otherwise deal with any person or body they find to have been guilty of such conduct.

	Suspensions

	6.5.1
	Send Offs

	6.5.2
	Any player sent from the field for the remainder of the game will receive an automatic two (2) match suspension unless the Disciplinary Committee considers further action.

 


	6.6
	Period of Time

	6.6.1
	Any player who receives two “periods of time” throughout the tournament (not in the same game), will also receive an Automatic one (1) match suspension. Every subsequent period of time will receive an automatic one (1) match suspension


	6.6.2
	Due to the length and style of the Vawdon Cup competition a five (5) week window will be in operation. That is should a player be sin binned and not re-offend for the next five (5) games he/she plays in the first Period of Time will lapse. As such the automatic one (1) match suspension will occur if the two periods of time occur within the five (5) match window. 




	6.6.3
	A player who is dismissed for two “period of times” in the one game will be dealt with in the following way.

Should the referee deem that both sin bins are not of a nature to warrant further suspension, the player on the second offence will be sent to the end of the field for the remainder of the game. NO FURTHER action will take place. Should the referee deemed the combined incidents serious enough, the player on the second offence will be sent from the field of play. In this instance the player will receive an automatic one (1) match suspension. 



	6.6.4
	NB. A one (1) or two (2) match suspension is to be served on the following one (1) or two (2) games in which the team actually plays.  Byes do not count as a game played.  A team that wins by a forfeit will count, however a team losing by forfeit, will not.  



	6.6.5
	A period of time applied to a player for a team offence will not be registered against an individual.



	6.6.6
	Also in relation players not moving forward of the line. The referee will warn the team to move forward. If they do not he will penalise. If they again do not move forward, the referee will remove a player from the field to the junction of the sideline and the five metre line. The player will be able to return to the field of play once his/her team has possession. All participants need to recognize that this is not a “period of time” and will not be recorded on the referees card



	6.6.7
	The replacement rule that applies in the Mixed division when a male player is sent for a “Period of Time”. Please be advised that if a male player is sent for a Period of Time, your team will remain one (1) male player down until his return.
That is Coaches can not substitute a Female player with a Male player while that Male player remains in the bin for his Period of Time.




	6.7
	Player Boxes

	6.7.1
	The only personal allowed in the Player Boxes will be the fourteen (14) players participating in the game the Coach, Assistant Coach and Manager that are nominated on the Registration Sheet.  That is a maximum of seventeen (17) people. Authorisation from NSWTA tournament control must be gained for any other person(s) to be in the sub box area. In the Velodrome, players are to remain in the Sub Boxes area Players are to keep off the grassed areas.



	6.7.2
	The only people that are allowed behind the score line are the coach / assistant coach and manager. They remain a minimum of 10 metres from the scoreline.



	6.8
	Disciplinary Hearing

	6.8.1
	All players sent from the field for the remainder of the game may be required to appear before a NSWTA Disciplinary Hearing.



	6.8.2
	Any Player, Official or other Member of an Affiliate who is the subject of a complaint or report in accordance with Clause 30 may be required to appear before a NSWTA Disciplinary Hearing.

	Disciplinary and Judiciary hearings will be conducted at the earliest possible convenience at NSWTA headquarters Canterbury Velodrome, Earlwood.

	Forfeits

	6.9.1
	Due to the heavy schedule at the Vawdon Cup, games must start on time.  Teams must be in attendance at their playing fields five (5) minutes before the commencement of their match.

It is the responsibility of each captain to report to the referee so that the toss of the coin can be affected without loss of time. If a team is not at the field at the advertised starting time of the game, the attending team can be awarded the winning of the toss. 



	6.9.2
	The President/Secretary or Administrator of the offending team will be required to give reasons in writing why their team should not be excluded from participating in any further matches.  The Protest Committee will decide upon receipt of the report if the offending teams' action warranted the need to forfeit the match.  This written report must be submitted to the Tournament Manager before the completion of the forfeited match.

	NON-Notified Forfeits

	6.10.1
	When Affiliate/Teams do not notify the NSWTA Office of their pending forfeit by 2.00pm on the day prior to the scheduled game a penalty will apply.

	Notified Forfeits

	6.11.1
